[bookmark: Step_1_Call_for_applications_from_Europe]Step 1 Call for applications from European companies

21 or 30 September 2026: The deadline for new EU companies to apply for hosting Japanese students under the Vulcanus programme is 21 September 2026. For companies that have already participated in Vulcanus, the deadline is 30 September 2026. Companies must submit their applications, including details about the internships they offer and the type of student they are seeking.

Step 2 Selection of host companies
[bookmark: Step_2_Selection_of_host_companies]After the deadline, new applying companies will be interviewed by the EU-Japan Centre.
By early October 2026, the EU-Japan Centre will shortlist the most relevant internship offers for prospective interns, based on the content and nature of the offers received.
A good focus on R&D activities is essential.

Step 3 ‘Matching’ of host companies and students
[bookmark: Step_3_‘Matching’_of_host_companies_and_]By early October 2026, the EU-Japan Centre will share the shortlisted internship offers with prospective interns. Students will then choose which companies they wish to apply to, based on the relevance of the offers to their studies, skills, interests, etc.

In late October, early November 2026, the EU-Japan Centre will forward students’ applications (CVs and cover letters) to the companies they have expressed interest in. Each company will then review the applications received and decide whether to host one or more students.

Once a company has notified the EU-Japan Centre that it would like to accept a specific student, we will consider that as a ‘match’. Only the first 15 ‘matches’ notified will be accepted. This ‘matching’ process    should be completed by early November 2026, with the companies concerned becoming Vulcanus ‘host companies’.

[bookmark: Step_4_Signing_of_Internship_Contract_&_]Step 4 Signing of Internship Contract & Administrative Preparation
A 3-way contract between the host company, the student and the EU-Japan Centre will be signed. Between November 2026 and March 2027, all 3 parties will         work closely together to ensure that visa / work permit / other legal or administrative matters required by the country / region where the internship will take place are met.
